For each proposed work, audio excerpts should fit one of the following criteria, in descending order of preference:

· The final master of proposed work 

· A recording of proposed work other than final master (such as live performance or rough edit), performed by same performers as proposed for project 

· Recording of proposed work performed by different performers than proposed for the project * 

· A demo of proposed work (such as a MIDI realization or a performance of the piano reduction) * 

· A recording of another work by the composer composed around the same time as the proposed work. (If this work is performed by performers other than those proposed for the project, see *)
